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A Regular Meeting of the City Council was held on June 1, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. in the Civic Center of the City of Rogers, 4 West Mesquite, Rogers, Texas.

1. Mayor Billy Crow called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with Joe Whatley absent.
2. Dan Ramsey led the invocation.
3. Mayor Billy Ray Crow led the Pledge of Allegiance.
4. Public Comments: 



Tammy Cockrum – Addressed the City Council concerning the TCEQ fines and the Water & Sewer staff and the Police 
Department. Cockrum 



stated 
that fines from TCEQ have affected the City’s budget and the water department she also 
stated that holes stayed open for days while the staff tried to fix water problems. Cockrum went on to say the Police 
Department is continually ridiculed, force reduced and decisions seconded guessed. She stated that the Police Department 
continues to generate revenue and in her opinion that for the first time in 15 years the City has a Police Force that doesn’t 
care who you are and if you break the law you get a ticket. Cockrum stated that she based her opinion on the fact that four 
council members have sons who have had run-ins with the law in Rogers and she is proud to say that the “good old boy” 
and “favoritism” has diminished in this area.  Cockrum’s request to the Mayor and Council is to concentrate their efforts 
in effective budget cutting by looking into the areas that are costing the City money not the areas that are making the City 
money. Cockrum stated that any malfeasants in the area of the Police Department could be taken as retaliation and could 
relegate those concerned to pursue this request at the next level.


John Garza – Grain Trucks Down Gulf Street. Mr. Garza stated that the grain trucks are cutting down Gulf Street and was 
hoping the City could do something about that.

5. Consider and act upon the minutes of the Special Meeting on May 18, 2009.  Harley Doggett made a motion and Dan Ramsey seconded to approve the minutes from Special Meeting on May 18, 2009. Motion carried unanimously.
6. Discussion and approval for Web page, Dan Ramsey. Harley Doggett made a motion and Della Lashbrook seconded to approve $20.00 a month for the web page. Motion carried unanimously.
7. Discussion and possible action purchasing and installing a gate at the end of Paul Street. Dan Ramsey made a motion and Della Lashbrook seconded to install a pole gate at the end of Paul Street. Motion carried unanimously.
8. Discussion of leash law, private property cleanup and tickets, Charles Helmer. After some discussion of the leash law and animal control, private property cleanup the council decided to have a workshop. Dan Ramsey made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to have a workshop and discuss the leash law, private property cleanup and tickets and also building inspector. Motion carried unanimously.
9. Discussion and possible action on drainage problem in the 500 block of Prairie Ave., Charles Helmer. After some discussion the Council agreed that they would like this on the workshop agenda.
10. Discussion and possible action on putting “No Parking” signs at the Baseball Field. Charles Helmer made a motion and Dan Ramsey seconded to have four “No Parking” signs put up at the Baseball Field. Motion carried unanimously.
11. Discussion and possible action on scheduling a workshop to discuss Rogers City Park Rules and Policies.  The Mayor recommended that the Park Committee bring some rules and policies to the City Council. 
12. Discussion and possible appointment of Mayor Pro Tem. Harley Doggett made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to elect Joe Whatley as Mayor Pro Tem. Motion carried unanimously.
13. The Mayor read the monthly Court report.

14. Monthly Police Department Report. Don Reveile presented the Monthly Police Department Report.
15. Motion made by Dan Ramsey and seconded by Della Lashbrook to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.
16. The next meeting will be Workshop on June 22, 2009 at 5:30 p.m. and Regular City Council Meeting on July 6, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.
17. Motion made by Dan Ramsey and seconded by Della Lashbrook to adjourn the meeting at 7:47 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
