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A Regular Meeting of the City Council was held on November 2, 2009, at 7:30 p.m. in the Civic Center of the City of Rogers, 4 West Mesquite, Rogers, Texas.

1. Mayor Billy Crow called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. with Council Member Dan Ramsey absent.

Della Lashbrook entered at 7:33 p.m.

2. Mayor Billy Crow led the invocation.
3. Mayor Billy Crow led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
4. Public Comments: none
5. 
Consider and act upon the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting on October 5, 2009.  Joe Whatley made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting on October 5, 2009. Motion carried unanimously.

6. 

Discussion and possible action allowing Eva Mendoza to move a Mobile Home to Block 3, Lot 7, 115 & 117 Benton Street. Charles Helmer made a motion and Harley Doggett seconded to allow Eva Mendoza move a mobile home to Block 3, Lot 7, 115 & 117 Benton Street. Motion carried unanimously.
7. Presentation by Gandolf Burrus, GDS, regarding Texas Parks and Wildlife Department Grant and Rogers City Park. Gandolf Burrus with GDS stated that the TPWD Grant will expire the 31st of December and that is the last day that the TPWD will reimburse the City for expenditures for the Rogers City Park.  Burrus also stressed that anyone who has pledged time or volunteer work to contact Brother Will for reimbursement.
8. Presentation by Gandolf, GDS, regarding CDBG Sewer Project 728359. Mr. Burrus stated that this project is for the construction of sewer lines and new sewer service from Reeds Lake Rd to Neroc Rd.  Burrus stated that people are not willing to give the City easements and that will eliminate the ability for many to hook on with new sewer service. Mr. Burrus stated that he is asking the City to amend the grant to allow any uncommitted grant funds to be used on the wastewater plant to resolve the TCEQ issue. Burrus explained that this will reduce the first time sewer service from 11 to 5 which could leave $70,000 to $100,000 of the grant that can be directed to the wastewater plant. The Mayor pointed out that these people have been annexed into the City and have been waiting to get on sewer service. Burrus noted that with the grant we cannot use immanent domain and the other option is to put the line in the TXDOT right of way. Mr. Burrus noted that the line is a pressure service and it is only 2 inches and does not need to be buried very deep so a solution is to put the line into the TXDOT right of way so that all 11 people will get new service. 
9. Discussion and possible action on a Letter of Agreement with Grant Development Services to prepare and secure approval of amendment in connection with CDBG Sewer Project 728359. The Council agreed that they would like for the 11 people to get sewer service and that the funds all go towards that project.
10. Presentation by Gandolf Burrus, GDS, regarding CDBG Award 72901 for sewer improvements. Gandolf Burrus stated that the City was awarded $250,000 that will replace sewer line and 7 manholes. Burrus stated that there are no land issues and no first time sewer service issues so this should be a straight forward grant and the project should run smoothly.
11. Discussion and possible action on the annexation of property owned by John Gunter. City Secretary McCord stated that it would benefit the City if this property is annexed but there may be some issues with connecting to the water and sewer service. Joe Whatley made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to table this item until we get more information. Motion carried unanimously.
12. Discussion and possible action on truck parking. City Secretary McCord stated that D&M Grain has been paying $1,800.00 a year in rent to BNSF railroad for the truck parking lot. McCord stated that the City does not own the lot and is not paying rent on the lot and thus cannot regulate activity on it. Charles Helmer made a motion and Joe Whately seconded to table this item until the City can locate some property for truck parking.  Motion carried unanimously.

13. Discussion and possible action on Civic Center Roof and Bathroom Repair. City Secretary McCord stated that the Civic Center Roof is leaking and TML Insurance was contacted. McCord stated that she also contacted Johnson Roofing and there are two holes in the roof and the ceiling collapsed in the women’s bathroom. The City received $957.00 from TML liability insurance for the repairs. The roof repairs will cost $1,647.00 and the fix the ceiling in the bathroom will cost $659.39.  Joe Whatley made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to proceed with the repairs. Motion carried unanimously.

14. Discussion and possible action on approving the 2010 budget.  Harley Doggett made a motion and Della Lashbrook seconded to approve the 2010 budget. The Budget was approved with Harley Doggett, Della Lashbrook and Charles Helmer voting yes and Joe Whatley voting no.
15. The Mayor read the monthly court report
16. Chief Wireman went over the monthly Police Report.

17. Joe Whatley made a motion and Della Lashbrook seconded to approve the bills payable. Motion carried unanimously.
18. The next Regular City Council Meeting will be Monday December 7, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.

19. Charles Helmer made a motion and Joe Whatley seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:17 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.
