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A Regular Meeting of the City Council was held on October 5, 2009, at 7:30 p.m. in the Civic Center of the City of Rogers, 4 West Mesquite, Rogers, Texas.

1. Mayor Billy Crow called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. with Council Member Harley Doggett absent.
2. Dan Ramsey led the invocation.
3. Mayor Billy Crow led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
4. Public Comments: 

Angela Went: Angela Went addressed the Council about the dog across the street from her residence and her 
disappointment in Chief Wireman.  Went stated that after repeated complaints that the dog was skinny and is constantly 
pregnant the Chief did nothing about the dog.  Went stated that the dog was so emaciated that you could see the dent 
marks in it’s skull and Went said that she went into Los Dos and interrupted the Chiefs lunch to complain again. Went 
said that the Chief sent 
Officer Mulholland over to get the dog and the dog was kept in the City yard for seven to ten days 
and then returned to 
the owner. Went said that there are three fat healthy dogs inside the neighbors house and two outside 

starving. Went 
stated that she cannot stand to walk outside her door and see those dogs outside starving to death. Ms. 
Went stated that 
the dog has been back for a week and is already getting skinny again. Went stated that this issue of dogs 
at large was brought up at City Council meeting a couple of years ago and nothing has been done about it.  Ms. Went said 
that she is prepared to start a petition to ask for the Chiefs resignation over this issue.

Bea Bennight: Bea Bennight stated that the cats are relieving themselves on her front porch, air conditioners and trash 
cart.  Ms. Bennight went on to say the residents are feeding the cats and that there are cats with missing ears and sores all 
over them. Bennight stated that cats a lying on her front porch furniture and that they are nasty and she would like to see 
something done about it. Bennight stated that she counted 20 stray cats over the weekend.


 Stephanie Glenn: Stephanie Glenn stated that she lives on Paul St. and just like everyone else she did not want a steady 
stream of traffic going up her street. Glenn said that she was not expecting to not be able to walk her children onto the 
elementary campus. Glenn stated that she just wants to be able to use her street to walk to campus with her children 
without having to crawl through the fence or gate. Glenn said that she is not the only parent that walks her children to 
school and they also have to climb through the gate. Glenn said that she went to City Hall to complain and no one knew 
about the fence and all she wants to do is to be able to walk her kids to school.
5. 
Consider and act upon the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting on September 8, 2009 and the Workshop on September 15, 2009.  Dan Ramsey made a motion and Joe Whatley seconded to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting on September 8, 2009 and the Workshop on September 15, 2009. Motion carried unanimously.

6. 

Discussion and possible action on allowing Felix Solano to move a home from Milam to 418 Prairie. The City Council reviewed a copy of the survey for the lot at 418 Prairie and determined that the lot is large enough.  Charles Helmer made a motion and Dan Ramsey seconded to approve Felix Solano’s request to move a home from Milam to 418 Prairie. Motion carried unanimously. 
7. Discussion and possible action on the annexation of property owned by John Gunter. The City Council discussed with John Gunter the possibility of annexing 60 acres off of FM 437. Gunter stated that he and his wife are discussing what the possibilities are of the City annexing this 60 acres and providing water and sewer to the development. Gunter stated that the map that he provided encompasses all 60 acres and the development is split into five phases that would probably be a 10 year project. Gunter went on to say that the first phase is in consideration which is 10-15 lots and the lots are 70’ x 120’. Gunter stated that the map provided is the first prototype and that lot sizes may vary a little and that the lots may be to narrow and in the end that there will probably be a lot of different sized lots. Gunter stated that the streets are designed to carry the water out of the area and there is a detention pond that will have to be constructed in the second phase of the development. Gunter went on to say that the streets have to be curbed to provide drainage. Gunter stated that he wants to develop this area as a highly restricted and zoned area and the engineer that provided this map also does restrictions on housing developments. Gunter said that if the City annexed the property the zoning and restrictions would be set up by negotiations until everybody is satisfied. Charles Helmer asked Phillip Martinez if the plant can take the load and Martinez stated that after the infiltration project we could. Della Lashbrook stated that we will not get any extra water until the new water plant is built at Stillhouse Hollow Lake which is more than a year out. Della Lashbrook also asked if the lots will stay at least 7,500’ and Gunter said yes. Phillip Martinez stated that we are running water at a 100,000 gallons a day and our permit is for 160,000 gallons and Lashbrook stated that we could probably handle the first phase but until they get the new water plant is built we will not be able to handle anymore. Joe Whatley asked why we are not getting all the water we have contracted for and Lashbrook stated that we will not get that water until the new plant is finished at Stillhouse Hollow Lake. Mr. Gunter stated that Bell Milam Falls runs across the edge of the property. Joe Whatley made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to table this subject until after further research on the water and sewer availability. Motion carried unanimously.

8. Discussion of Central Texas Water rate increase in the next year, Della Lashbrook. Della Lashbrook stated that Central Texas Water is going to increase our rates and it could $.30 to $1.00 per 10,000 gallons. Della stated that once water flows from the new plant we will have to sign a new contract for the 245 gallons per minute that we requested and that will apply to our minimum take and pay.   

9. Discussion and possible action on truck parking. There was discussion about the parking lot behind the Post Office and property that may be available to purchase for truck parking. Della Lashbrook stated that she would be willing to let truckers park at her garage on Hwy 190 if they let her know so she won’t report them. Charles Helmer made a motion and Dan Ramsey seconded to table this subject until the City can find out about the arrangement with BSNF for the lot behind the Post Office. Motion carried unanimously.

10. Discussion and possible action on approving the 2010 budget. Dan Ramsey made a motion to approve the 2010 budget and the motion failed with lack of a second. 

11. Discussion and possible approval for purchasing a pavement sealcoat machine.  Joe Whatley made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to approve the purchase of a sealcoat machine for $2,750.00 to use on the streets. Motion carried unanimously.
12. The Mayor read the monthly court report
13. Chief Wireman went over the monthly Police Report.

14. Joe Whatley made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to approve the bills payable. Motion carried unanimously.
15. The next Regular City Council Meeting will be Monday November 2, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

16. Joe Whatley made a motion and Dan Ramsey seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:39 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.
