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A Regular Meeting of the City Council was held on September 8, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. in the Civic Center of the City of Rogers, 4 West Mesquite, Rogers, Texas.

1. Mayor Billy Crow called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. with Council Member Joe Whatley absent.
2. Dan Ramsey led the invocation.
3. Mayor Billy Crow led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
4. Public Comments: 

Tammy Cockrum:  Ms. Cockrum stated on page four of the personnel policy the residency requirements section states 
that an employee must live within a 30 minute response time and the Council can approve an exception. Cockrum went 
on to state that we only have one police officer that lives outside the 30 minute response time and this officer has been 
employed by the City for two years. Cockrum stated that the City of Rogers likes to compare itself to the City of Troy 
who employees an officer from Coppers Cove and allows officers to take home cars if they live in an 
adjoining 
city. 
Cockrum stated that she would like to point out that the City does not have 24 hour coverage and the 
Mayor and 
certain 
Council members don’t believe that the City needs 24 hour coverage and that the Bell County Sheriff is our on-call law 
enforcement. Cockrum stated that if we don’t have an on-call shift then what is the need for a 30 minute response time. 
Cockrum went on to ask the City Council to approve an exception for this one officer that currently resides beyond this 
30 minute response time. Cockrum stated that in the personnel policy it is stated that the permission to use a City vehicle 
rests with the Mayor and Cockrum asked the Mayor to approve the take home vehicle for the current Police Sergeant. 
Cockrum stated that in her opinion the police department has been beleaguered by the current Council and Mayor.

Joe Janicek: Mr. Janicek stated that he sees where the Police Chief has issued tickets for people to clean up their yards. 
Janicek stated that he believes that there is one main eye sore on the main drag of Town and whether she is legitimate he 
doesn’t know. Janicek stated that as long as that is allowed to continue on that property he is going to recommend to 
everyone to just put a price on their junk in the yard and claim it is for sale. 







Brian Lambert:  Mr. Lambert stated that it is unfortunate that he is here again and that he was here in February about a 
ticket and how his wife was treated. Lambert stated that there are two incidents and he has already approached the 
Council on the first one and nothing came of it. Lambert stated that December 16, 2008 his wife was issued a ticket for 
doing 45 in the 300 Block of W Mesquite and the 300 Block of w Mesquite is a 45 mph zone. Lambert went on to say 
that the next day he went to see the Chief and that the Chief stated that the officer made a mistake and he will have 
the 
ticket changed. Lambert stated that a week later he received the changed ticket in the mail. Lambert stated that they 
went 
to court and that the violation date was incorrect so the ticket was dismissed. Lambert went on to say that the ticket was 
reissued with the correct date on it and that all of this is costing the City more money than the fine would have been. Mr. 
Lambert stated that he pulled his son from Rogers School and his wife will not shop in town anymore.
5. 
Consider and act upon the minutes of the regular Council meeting on August 3, 2009 and workshop on August 13, 2009.  Dan Ramsey made a motion and Della Lashbrook seconded to approve the minutes from the regular Council meeting on August 3, 2009 and workshop on August 13, 2009. Motion carried unanimously.
6. Discussion and possible action allowing Alma Underwood to move a Mobile Home to 107 Prairie. Dan Ramsey made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to deny the mobile home permit for Alma Underwood on 107 Prairie St. Motion carried unanimously.
7. Discussion and possible action on allowing Felix Solano to move a home from Milam to 418 Prairie. Dan Ramsey made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to table this item until Mr. Solano has the property surveyed. Motion carried unanimously.

8. Discussion and possible adoption of Ordinance 2009-08-09 to set the 2009 tax rate. Charles Helmer made a motion and Della Lashbrook seconded to approve the 2009 tax rate ordinance #2009-08-09 setting the tax rate at .8100/100 which breaks down to .6330 for M&O and .1700 for I&S. Motion carried unanimously.
9. Discussion and possible approval of hiring Cal Patterson with Steve Kallman to conduct Engineering study.  Della Lashbrook made a motion and Dan Ramsey seconded to approve hiring of Cal Patterson to conduct an Engineering study for evaluation of the installation of disinfection system required by TCEQ. Motion carried unanimously.
10. Discussion and possible action on residency requirements in the personnel policies. Della Lashbrook made a motion Dan Ramsey seconded to remove the residency requirement from the personnel policy. Dan Ramsey and Della Lashbrook voted for and Harley Doggett and Charles Helmer voted against with Mayor Crow voting against breaking the tie. Motion failed with two for and three against. Charles Helmer made a motion to uphold the policy and the motion died with lack of a second. 

11. Discussion and possible action on use of City Vehicles. Dan Ramsey made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to leave the personnel policy as is with the Mayor giving permission for use of take home vehicles. Motion carried unanimously.
12. Discussion and possible action on the truck ordinance. Della Lashbrook made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to approve the addition to the Truck Ordinance that states that hazardous materials stay on the established truck route. Motion carried unanimously.

13. Discussion and possible action on scheduling a budget workshop in September. The Mayor stated that he would like to put the truck ordinance on the budget workshop agenda. Dan Ramsey made a motion and Charles Helmer seconded to schedule a budget workshop on Tuesday, September 15 at 7:00pm.

14. The Mayor read the monthly court report
15. Chief Wireman went over the monthly Police Report.

16. Dan Ramsey made a motion and Della Lashbrook seconded to approve the bills payable. Motion carried unanimously.
17. The next Regular City Council Meeting will be Monday October 5, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

18. Della Lashbrook made a motion and Dan Ramsey seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:54 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.
