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ROGERS CITY COUNCIL WORKSHOP MINUTES

August 13, 2009
A Workshop of the City Council was held on August 13, 2009 at 5:30 pm in the Civic Center of the City of Rogers, 4 West Mesquite, Rogers, Texas.

1. Mayor Billy Ray Crow called the workshop to order at 5:30 p.m. with Dan Ramsey absent.
2. Discussion of residency requirements in the personnel policies

Charles Helmer stated that he received many complaints concerning the fact that the City does not  
have an Officer living closer to town in case of an emergency. Helmer stated that we have Officers 
that live as far as 87 miles from here and that most cities have a residency requirement for Officers 
and Firefighters.  Helmer went on to say that they usually give the employees 90 days to move into 
town or closer and that most cities require a ten minute response time for their Officers in case of 
an emergency. 

Mayor Crow stated that there is only one other employee besides the Chief that lives outside the 30 
minute response time. 

Dan Ramsey called earlier with a statement for City Secretary McCord to share that there is case 
law that you cannot require and force and Officer to live within the City.  Ramsey also stated that 
the response time has to be reasonable. 
3. Discussion of use of City Vehicles.

The Mayor stated that on page 13 of the personnel policy that it is stated that the Mayor approves 
take home vehicles but this item will also be on the agenda for September 8, 2009.


4. Discussion of Tax Rate 2009.


      City Secretary McCord passed out a spreadsheet that outlined the proposed tax rate for 2009.
